Gold Trail school district expands the Pathways to School Completion by 

opening a new storefront educational facility. The Ashcroft-Cache Creek 

Education Storefront Site celebrated its grand opening with a ribbon 

cutting at 11 am, Wednesday October 17, 2007.  
 

Mike Wisla, teacher, and Special Teaching Assistant Anita Moore have 

taken the vision to the next level by running ACCESS 5 days a week 

with their core group of students.  
 

ACCESS is an optional delivery program. All students in the program 

work in a self-paced model completing one or two courses at a time. All 

students are on a regular high school academic program leading to 

school completion with a Dogwood certificate. The ACCESS program 

uses Pro-Active and Distributed Learning programs with an 80% mini-

mum pass mark. Students in these programs participate in regular pro-

vincial exams, although because of the accelerated pace, many write 

provincials during the additional writing periods as well. 
 

As of Nov 30, ACCESS has achieved great success with 285 units and /

or cumulative tests completed at 80% or better and students have com-

pleted 12 courses.  Not bad for 22 kids!!!
